UNITY MEETING AT BETHANY 

This year marks a full century since 
the death of Alexander Campbell. 
Some of our people think it appro­
priate that we have a gathering at 
Bethany in honor of the noble life 
of this great man who has contributed 
so much to us all. It is thought espec­
ially appropriate that representatives 
from all wings of the Churches of 
Christ-Christian Churches share m 
this memorial, making it a unity meet­
ing of our divided brotherhood. Inas­
much as Campbell dedicated his life 
to the cause of Christian unity we 
could hardly honor his life in a more 
fitting manner on this occasion than 
to make some effort toward under­
standing each other better. 

The committee in charge of the 
program is therefore issuing invita­
tions to representative leaders of all 
major branches of our great brother­
hood of Churches of Christ-Christian 
Churches. These men will be absolute­
ly free to say what they believe they 
should. It is understood that the pres­
ence of any brother does not imply 

his endorsement of the views or prac­
tices of anyone else present. Certainly 
no one will be expected to c~mprom­
ise any truth he holds. We only ask 
that each participant enter into the 
dialogue with an honest effort to un­
derstand the thinking of those who 
differ with him, and of course to be­
have as a Christian gentleman. All of 
this is in the best tradition of Alexan­
der Campbell. 

Much of the program will be in 
the form of panel discussions with 
audience participation. Some of the 
subjects to be discussed are Why Are 
We Divided?, Is the Restoration Ideal 
Valid?, Is There a Pattern for Chris­
tian Unity-If so, What is It?, What 
Obstacles Do We Eace in Realizing 
Unity and What are the Solutions? 

Other unique features will be "din­
ner on the ground" at the old home of 
Alexander Campbell and guided tours 
of the places in the area that are re­
nowned in our history. These will 
include the site of the old Brush Run 
Church, the farm home where Thom-
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as Campbell wrote the Declaration and 
Address, and the recently discovered 
spot where Elder Luce immersed the 
Campbells. We believe our people 
can be inspired to seek the unity we 
have lost with more devotion once 
they have shared experiences amidst 
the majestic hills of Bethany that 
cradled our great movement. 

The dates are July 1-4. Housing 
and meals will be provided at Bethany 
College for only $10 per day for each 
person; half price for children. Beth­
any is an ideal place for a vacation, 
situated as it is between Pittsburg and 
Wheeling, and with the famous Ogles­
by Park nearby.

As we go to press for this issue we 
are pleased to announce that the 
Bethany program is almost completed 
in its entirety. From the Disciples of 
Christ wing of the brotherhood there 
will be Prof. A. T. DeGroot of TCU, 
Dale Fiers, head of the United Chris­
tian Missionary Society, and Perry 
Gresham, president of Bethany Col­
lege. From the Independent Christian 
Church will be Prof. Charles Gresham 
of Emmanuel School of Religion, 
James DeForest Murch, author of 
Christians Only, and W. F. Lown, 
president of Manhattan Bible College. 

From non-instrument Church of 
Christ will be Dr. David Stewart, 
Sweet Publishing Co., Gene Shelburne, 
minister of Black Canyon Church of 
Christ, Phoenix, Arizona, LaVern 
Foutz, president of Southeastern Chris­
tian College, and Carl Ketcherside, 
editor of Mission Messenger. Those 
who know the non-instrument seg­
ments will recognize that we have 

such varied representation as a pre­
millennialist and a leading non-Sunday 
School brother, as well as "main­
liners," which is very encouraging in­
deed. I'll not attempt to classify Carl 
Ketcherside, except that he is definite- . 
ly "non-instrument." We also have 
invitations pending to several other 
representative "main-liners", and we 
are hopeful of having some "non­
cooperatives" or "conservatives" or 
"antis" ( take your pick) on the pro­
gram. So it looks as if we will be 
loaded at Bethany. You'd better not 
miss it! 

My own part on the program, be­
sides in helping put it together, will 
be to present "Campbell's Own Ac­
count of His First Brush Run Sermon," 
which will be given at the site itself. 
\Y/ e'll be standing there amongst the 
trees, as Campbell did himself ( it 
was before they actually erected the 
meetinghouse), and will recall what 
Campbell anticipated back in 1811 
when our Movement began to form. 
What makes this such an interesting 
account is that Campbell made no 
record on what he said on the occa­
sion, but recalls it thirty years after­
ward, with appropriate evaluations of 
what had happened in the interim. 

"The table was spread in the woods, 
and some sixty or seventy disciples, 
gathered out of various denominations, 
had assembled to show forth the Lord's 
death, covenanting with each other to 
follow the truth, the whole truth of 
Christianity, whithersoever it might 
lead us, without regard to former pre­
possessions, manners, or customs," 
Campbell recalled. This was even be­
fore the Campbells decided to be im­
mersed. As he recalled that humble 
gathering a generation later, he thought 
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it unusual that he had selected the 
text, "Though thy beginning be small, 
yet shall thy latter end greatly in­
crease," for even in 1842, when he 
wrote of the first congregation at 
Brush Run, the Movement had attrac­
ted hundreds of thousands. Today it 
numbers more than four millions, 
counting all our divisions. 

As we look down at the stones that 
formed the foundation of our first 
meetinghouse, we should be inspired 
to achieve the unity that Campbell 
envisaged on that day. He recalled 
that he was confident even in 1811 
that he had discovered the principles 
of Christian union, and he was con­
vinced that the work he was under­
taking would definitely lead ro the 
uniting of the Christians of all de­
nominations. 

The old Brush Run meetinghouse 
has long since been hauled away, being 
used for awhile as a blacksmith's shop 
in a nearby town, and no one is sure 
what it looked like, though plans are 
underway to restore it. 

Among orhet exciting experiences at 
Bethany will be "dinner on rhe ground"• 
at the old Campbell Home, w:1ich is 
so well preserved, from which one can 
walk across the road to "God's Acre," 
the Campbell cemetery .. On Lord's 
Day, July 3, we will open the old, 
unused Campbell church, and worship 
together in the simplicity of yester­
year. 

Ouida is so excited about the pros­
pects of our both returning to Bethany 
for this momentous occasion that she 
is searching for ways to "farm out" 
the kids for a few days. We hope she 
makes it. And we hope you make it 
too!-the Editor 

GOOD FOR EDITOR LEMMONS! 

We wish to commend Reuel Lem­
mons, editor of Firm Foundation, for 
urging all of us to realize that we must 
do something about our divided state 
of affairs. Writing under the caption 
"Something Should Be Done," he 
points out that we have talked a lot 
about unity all these years, but that 
we haven't done much about it. 

It would be well if his editorial 
could be read far and wide, for it in­
dulges in what few of us have learned 
to take-self-criticism. A people who 
are known to be so critical of others 
do well to criticize themselves. Among 
other things our brother editor says: 

No religious group in the world's his­
tory has preached any more unity upon 
the Bible than have the churches of 
Chris'!:. In striking contract to the preach­
ing we do is the disunity we practice. 
Something should he done about it. Talk 
of the beauty and pleasantness of dewill­
ing together in unity will never take the 
place of concrete steps to effect its real• 
ity. 

Unless concrete efforts are made, while 
the climate is presently friendly, breth­
ren may lose hope of ever attaining the 
unity for which Jesus so earnestly prayed. 
Nothing could be more disastrous to a 
central and vital part of the Christian 
faith. 

Our practice belies our preaching until 
it isn't a thing of wonder that what we 
do speaks so loudly folks can't hear what 
we say. 

There must he in all hearts a consci­
ousness that somewhere apostasy is in­
volved, not only in whatever division there 
may be in the entire "Christian world," 
hut more specifically in the various move­
ments within the estoration movement. 

One reader of the Firm Foundation 
got so excited over this editorial from 
brother Lemmons that he tore it out 
and sent it to me, supposing that I 
might not see it, though I already had, 
and he wrote across the top of the 
page in red ink: ls it the end of the 
world? I took that to mean that he 
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was seeing such unusual material in 
a Church of Christ journal that it 
might well mean that the end of time 
is upon us! That he is of Christian 
Church background, even though his 
family has subscribed to the Firm 
Foundation for 55 years, may help to 

explain his surprise and elation. 
And so might we all rejoice that 

one of Reuel Lemmons' starure is 
speaking forthrightly about our need 
to do something concrete for the cause 
of unity. While he does not in this 
editorial make any suggestions for con• 
crete effom, ~e may be hopeful that 
such will be forthcoming. 

A number of us whom Reuel Lem• 
mons calls brother have attempted 
several concrete measures for the cause 
of unity, including the publication of 
journals dedicated to this task and 
the conducting of unity meetings that 
have brought together the divided 
brotherhood that we refer to as the 
Restoration Movement. But there might 
be a better way that will be more con• 
crete and more effeaive. W' e stand 
ready to cooperate in anything brother 
Lemmons suggests. 

The affair to be conducted at Beth• 
any July 2-4 appears to us to hold 
great promise for good, and it seems 
to have the kind of substance brother 
Lemmons is looking for. It is to be 
conducted in the very village that gave 
our Movement its impetus, thus pro• 
viding historical inspiration for efforts 
toward oneness. The issues that divide 
our disciple brotherhood are to be 
discussed, with no limitations placed 
on anyone, except the law of love. 
Representative men from all our major 
groups are to serve on the program. 
Our divided people will sing, pray, 
study and dine togethef'-and in the 

very hills that gave birth to the Res­
toration Movement as we know it! 
We are to have dinner-on-the-ground 
in Alexander Campbell's front yard, 
and together we'll visit the sites made 
famous by Restoration history. Amidst. 
all this there will be several panels 
made up of men from the Church of 

Christian Church, and Disciples 
of Christ discussing the problems that 
we face in uniting our people. 

Surely one who writes as brother 
Lemmons does will get excited over 
such concrete efforts as will take place 
at Bethany. If an effort such as this 
does not deserve our wholehearted sup­
port, then we are at a loss to imagine 
what it would take to merit commen­
dation. We are hopeful, therefore, 
that the Firm Foundation, as well as 
all of our publications, will push the 
Bethany unity meeting with vigor. It 
is appropriate that such a meeting 
would be in honor of Alexander 
Campbell, who passed away a century 
ago this year, for he was one of the 
first voices to be heard in behalf of 
Christian unity. It is fitting that the 
heirs of his labors, shamefully divided 
as they are, should make a noble ef• 
fort to solve the problem of their own 
divisions. 

We especially appreciate brother 
Lemmons' point that "somewhere 
apostasy is involved," and to suggest 
that it might be with us as well as 
with others. If we go to Bethany, or 
to any confrontation with those that 
are separated from us, with the atti­
tude that we too have something to 
learn, that we too may be wrong, that 
we too have contributed to the divided 
state of affairs, then we may be in a 
position to influence others with what 
truth we do have. 
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Let us here urge all who will to 
come to Bethany and join in this unity 
effort. If you have always wanted to 
visit the cradle of the Restoration 
Movement, there will never be a better 
time. The affair begins Friday evening, 
July 1 and continues till the afternoon 
of Monday, July 4. You may have

THE MINISTRY OF ANGELS 

Life in this complex and dangerous 
world may often make it seem to the 
child of God that he is so overwhelmed 
by the forces of evil that he has no 
chance at all· in the struggle for right. 
He may feel like a soldier who is cut 
off from the rest of his company be­
hind enemy lines with no possible 
chance of overcoming the odds against 
him. It is, after all, the evil world 
that has the numbers, the money, the 
institutions, and the positions of hon­
or. Even our culture, including litera• 
ture, art, and education, is far more 
secular (some even call it pagan!) 
than it is Christian. 

There is no question but what we 
are badly outnumbered in our confliet 
against evil Whether it is a youth 
anticipating college life, a housewife 
working with her P.T .A., a man un­
denaking a new venture in the busi• 
ness world, or even a minister in a 
modern church, the forces of evil are 
not only present, but they have all the 
resources of influence, popularity and 
money to bring to bear against the one 
who dares to be different. 

But are we ,eitly outnumbered? 
Does the world with all irs strength 
have greater resources of power than 
the children of God? Even when the 

Christian is only a "minority of one", 
saying no when all others are saying 
yes, or daring to aet when no one else 
will, may really be in the majority. 
When we realize the vast resources 
of power that are available to us, we 
can declare most meaningfully, "If 
God be for us, who can be against us." 

We must pray for the enlighten­
ment that was given to the prophet 
Elisha that enabled him to see that all 
the resources of heaven are for those 
who trust in God rather than men. 
Because of his prophecies Elisha was 
in trouble with the king of Syria, 
whose great army had surrounded the 
town of Dothan, determined to de• 
Stroy the prophet. When Elisha's ser• 
vant saw the overwhelming odds 
against them, he reacted by saying 
what most of us say in a similar situ­
ation, unenlightened as we are, "What 
shall we do?" 

Elisha prayed for his servant, "Lord 
open his eyes that he may see." At 
this the young man beheld what mor­
tal eye cannot usually see. The moun• 
tain was full of horses and chariots of 
fire round about Elijah. He could then 
understand what the prophet meant 
when he said, "Fear not, for they that 
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be with us are more than they that 
be with them." (2 Kings 6: 16) 

God had sent a multitude of angels 
to protect the man that put his trust 
in Him, and once again a solitary fig­
ure in history became a majority 
against evil forces. We must pray that 
our eyes too will be opened so that 
we might see the ministry that God 
assigns to angels in our behalf. The 
Bible speaks of angels precisely as 
ministers to us: "Are they not all 
ministering spirits sent forth to serve, 
for the sake of those who are to ob­
tain salvation." (Heb. 1:14) 

Jesus was fully aware of the minis­
try of angels. He assured Peter that an 
army of angels could be summoned to 
protect the Christ, if He so desired: 
"Do you think that I cannot appeal to 
my Father, and he will at once send 
me more than twelve legions of an­
gels." (Mt. 26:53) The term "at 
once" is forceful here, for while an­
gels are created spirits with bodies of 
some kind, they never appear in the 
scriptures as limited by time or space. 
While delivering Peter from prison, 
an angel witked and talked with the 
apostle, and even performed such cor­
poreal aets as awaking Peter by strik­
ing him, and yet he obviously had to 
pass through stone walls and iron 
gates in order to get to the apostle-­
even if he did lead Peter out of prison 
by more natural means. (Aets 12: 17· 
20) 

Following the narrative in Acts a 
few lines funher we fincl that once 
Peter was freed from prison he went 
to the home of John Mark's mother, 
where many saints had gathered to 
pray, perhaps for Peter's release. When 
a girl saw him at the door, she hur­
ried to tell the others that "Peter is 

standing at the gate!" Even though 
they had doubtless been praying for 
him, they were like we often are when 
we pray but hardly expect anything to 
come of it, they accused the girl of 
being beside herself. When she in~ 
sisted, they then supposed she had 
seen something. "It is his angel!" they 
concluded. 

We are not to suppose that Peter's 
friends believed that the apostle had 
already been executed, and that he 
was appearing as a ghost at their gate, 
for there is no evidence that the early 
Christians believed that men turned 
imo angels in the next world. It is 
more likely that they supposed Peter's 
guardian angel had come to comfort 
him, and for some reason was attend­
ing them also as they prayed for the 
apostle. This does not explain the 
lack of logic in concluding that Peter's 
angel would look like Peter, but they 
hardly had either the time or the 
temperament to be logical. 

Jesus had taught his disciples to 
believe in guardian angels, though 
that exact term is not used: "See that 
you do not despise one of these little 
ones; for I tell you that in heaven 
their angels always behold the face of 
my Father who is in heaven." (Mt. 
18: 10) There is ample evidence of 
rank and order among the angels, with 
only one archangel, who is named 
Michael; and we may suppose that the 
angels of higher rank are given mis­
sions of a more sublime nature, while 
the plain, ordinary angels are sent 
forth to minister to plain, ordinary 
folk like us. And it may well be that 
a particular angel, or a company of 
them, is assigned to each child of God. 
What a blessed thought! 

Cenainly Michael the archangel has 
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been assigned extraordinary missions. 
It was he who contended with the 
devil for the body of Moses, and in 
doing so he took due cognizance of 
Satan's position in the hierarchy, for 
he did not presume to rebuke him. 
(Jule 9) And it is Michael's voice 
that will proclaim from heaven the 
second coming of our Lord and the 
resurrection of the dead. ( 1 Thess. 4: 
16) So if any angel is to blow a 
trumpet, and Paul is positive that "the 
trumpet of God shall sound" ( 1 Cor. 
I 5: 52), it will be Michael that will 
blow his horn, and not Gabriel. Gab­
riel, despite his honored position, is 
never referred to in scripture as arch­
angel, tradition not withstanding. 

Gabriel does "stand in the presence 
of God", while lesser angels surely 
do nor, and he was given the distinct 
honor of announcing both the birth 
of John the Baptist and Jesus the 
Christ. (Lk. 1:19, 26) Verse 26 is 
precise about the angel's mission: "In 
the sixth month the angel Gabriel was 
sent from God to a city of Galilee 
named Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed 
to a man whose name was Joseph." 

It was also Gabriel that brought a 
vision to Daniel about what would 
come t0 pass in the last days ( Dan. 
8: 16), and since we have alluded to 
the angelic ability tO transcend both 
time and space it is well to note that 
on another occasion when Daniel was 
praying, Gabriel appeared suddenly to 

minister t0 him. Daniel explains that 
Gabriel could do this because he was 
"caused to fly swiftly." ( Dan. 9: 21) 
The context also speaks of Gabriel as 
a man who could be seen and with 
whom Daniel could talk, indicating, 
as the scriptures often do, that angels 
sometimes assumed the form of men. 

It may have been Gabriel who had 
one of the tenderest and most mo­
mentous angelic missions of all his­
tory, that of comforting the Christ as 
he braced Himself for the ordeal of 
the cross. The Christ was in such 
agony that "his swear became like 
great drops of blood falling down up­
on the ground" He prayed that great 
prayer: "Father, if thou art willing, 
remove this cup from me; nevertheless 
not my will, bur thine, be done." 
Then follows that remarkable passage: 
"And there appeared to him an angel 
from heaven, strengthening him." 
(Mt. 26:43) 

The drama is gripping and touch­
ing here. We can believe that God sent 
an angel of the highest rank, one that 
stands in His very presence, to minis­
ter to His Son in this crucial hour. 
Can we not suppose that the angel 
laid a kindly hand upon the suffering 
Christ and spoke words of comfort 
and encouragement to Him? 

If we might be allowed to imagine 
the unfolding drama, which is sum­
marized in a mere sentence in the 
narrative, we can see Gabriel or per­
haps Michael appearing to the Christ 
amidst dazzling light while his dis­
ciples slept a short distance away. The 
Christ rums His trembling body and 
through tear-dimmed eyes sees the 
angel at His side, but He doesn't 
speak. 

"I am Gabriel," says the angel soft­
ly. Ir was I who told the prophets of 
your coming, and it was I who told 
your Mother of your birth. And now 
I have come from the presence of 
your Father to assure you that all 
is well." 

Gabriel lays hands of tenderness 
upon the Christ's noble shoulders and 
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enfolds Him is a loving embrace, and 
says: 

"The Father knows how you are 
suffering. He understands how hard 
it is, and He has sent me to assure 
you of His love and steadfast purpose 
for you. It is His will that you go to 

the cross. He will be with you and 
will provide you the strength to bear 
it~0 

Once the angel strengthens the dis­
tressed Christ, He is firmly resolved 
to keep His appointment with an 
agonizing death, and from that mo­
ment on He faced the cross with an 
unflinching faith that it was the 
Father's will. On the way to the cross 
He had heard His disciples confess 
His Messiahship at Caesarea Philippi, 
at the Mount of Transfiguration He 
had the assurance of history as He 
talked personally with Moses and Eli­
jah about the ordeal of His exodus 
from this earth, and now in the gar­
den He has the assurance of the 
Father's angelic envoy that it is indeed 
God's will that He should die as a 
common malefactor. Now He is ready. 

We must believe that we too may 
be comforted by the angels, as was the 
Christ, and that they are on duty to 
minister to us as they have ministered 
to saints throughout history. There is 
the suggestion by Paul that we will 
in some way make an evaluation of 
their ministry. "Do you not know that 
we are to judge angels? How much 
more matters pertaining to this life!" 
( 1 Cor. 6: 5) What a resource of 
power we have in the assurance that 
angels are standing by to protect us, 
and that in time of sorrow they are 
there to bear us up. We can be as­
sured that even in death they are 
present to bear us away, as they did 

Lazarus, to Abraham's bosom, which 
inspired the poet to sing: 

Come, come, angel band, 
And bear me away on your snowy 

white wings." 
The ministry of angels involves 

countless thousands of heavenly mes­
sengers. We have observed that Jesus 
spoke of "twelve legions of angels" 
(Mt. 26:53), which alone would be 
about sixty thousand; or it may have 
been His way of saying "countless 
numbers." Elisha's servant saw a moun­
tain covered with them, and the shep­
herds listened as "a multirude of the 
heavenly host" sang praises to God 
for the birth of the Christ. ( Lk. 2: 13) 
And when our Lord comes again He 
will have all the angels with him," 
and we can suppose the heavens will 
be full of the angelic host, standing 
in holy array in honor of the triumph• 
ant Lord of all. ( Mt. 2 5: 31) These 
angels will be sent to the four corners 
of earth to gather the elect into the 
eternal kingdom and to destroy the 
wicked in hell. (Mt. 13:49) 

Daniel, in one of his night visions, 
saw before the throne of God literally 
millions of angels-"thousand thous­
ands mfnistered unto Him and ten 
thousand times ten thousand." ( Dem. 
7: 10) This number is repeated in Rev. 
5: 11 as John tells of hearing the voice 
of angels around the throne of God. 
Imagine hearing the songs of praise of 
millions of angels! 

The Bible assures us that we have 
not only come to Jesus and to the 
city of the living God in becoming 
Christians, but also to "innumerable 
angels in festal gathering." ( Heb. 12: 
2 2 ) We are also assured that these 
angels encamp about the righteous to 
protect them ( Psa. 34: 7) . God sent 
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angels "that did not keep their own 
position but left their proper dwelling 
have been kept by him in eternal 
chains in the nether gloom until the 
judgment of the great day." (Jude 6) 

Paul describes the Christians as 
caught up in this eternal struggle of 
good and evil in which angels as well 
as men are on opposing sides. Paul 
supposed that the reality of evil spirits 
is in the very air we breathe, for 
he could speak of Satan as "the prince 
of the power of the air, the spirit 
which is now at work in the children 
of disobedience." ( Eph. 2: 2) And he 
referred to "angels and principalities" 
as among those creatures that would 
try to separate us from the love of 
God (Rom. 8:38-39). So there are 
wicked angels in "the nether gloom" 
awaiting God's judgment. Others fill 
the very air, as it were, enulfing us 
in "the course of this world," as Paul 
puts it in Eph. 2:2. We are in war­
fare. "For we do not have to wrestle 
against flesh and blood, but against 
principalities and powers, against the 
world rulers of this darkness, against 
the evil spirits in heavenly places" 
(Eph. 6:12) 

Paul sees the victory against the 
spiritual hosts of wickedness as already 
partly won, for he speaks of Christ 
as crippling such influences by his 
triumph over sin and death: "He dis­
armed the principalities and powers 
and made a public example of them, 
triumphing over them thereby." ( Col. 
2: 15) 

The complete victory will be ac­
complished when our Lord comes 
again. "Then comes the end, when 
He delivers the kingdom to God the 
Father, when He will have dethroned 
every rule, every power and dominion. 

For He must reign as king, until He 
has put all His enemies under His 
feet. The last enemy to be dethroned 
is death." (1 Cor. 15:24-26) 

We are therefore in a war in which 
ultimate victory is assured. The real 
issue with us should be the side we 
choose to fight on. Satan and his an­
gels seem to have the advantage from 
where we sit, for they have "the 
world" with all its allurements, and 
they definitely have a lot to offer. If 
Satan could lure a host of angels from 
the very portals of heaven, we must 
not underestimate his ability to de­
ceive us as we struggle in a world 
that already "lieth in the evil one." 
And how much might we already be 
within his control? 

We hope this study makes it clear 
that in this eternal conflict God sends 
forth His angels, the good and loyal 
ones, to help us in the struggle against 
evil, which is everywhere, yea, in the 
very air we breathe. But unless we 
are committed to stand against "the 
world rulers of this darkness" those 
good angels might pass us by. 

Once we understand that we are at 
war and that the struggle is critical, 
reinforcements will come sooner or 
later. God's angels are standing ready 
to help and protect you in the strug­
gle. But they do better when it is 
clear to them that you are ready to 
fight. 

When triumph finally comes it will 
be angels innumerable with voices 
"like the sound of many waters" that 
will direct the great victory chorus: 
"Hallelujah! For the Lord our God 
the Almighty reigns." If we join that 
mighty host in their struggle now, 
we will sing the song of vicrory with 
them then.-the Editor 

UP AND DOWN WITH THE CHRONICLE 
ROBERT MEYERS 

The Christian Chronicle, a Church 
of Christ newspaper published in 
Texas, purports to be a kind of clear­
ing house for news of that religious 
party's doings. The exuberance of the 
editors for the merits of their party 
is perfectly understandable and occa­
sions, usually, only mild amusement. 
But once in a while party pride 
stretches its long, thin neck so sillily 
that a reader may be excused for ven­
turing a moderate chastisement. 

Blatant bragging is always annoying, 
even when there is some good reason 
for it. The blatant bragging of the 
May 20 edition of the Chronicle is 
especially annoying because there is 
no reason for it at all. 

A headline of Page One trumpets: 
PEPPERDINE RE FU S ES $1 MIL­
LION GIFT. The reader is directed to 
an editorial which explains what the 
writer sees as an amazing proof of the 
integrity of one of Our Schools. Here 
is the story: 

A dog food manufacturer worth 
millions left a will which included 
five major bequests. The John Birch 
Society got $1,000,000 for its work 
in the redemption of American sociery. 
Another $1,000,000 went to Dan 
Smoot, a conservative radio political 
commentator. A splendid $1,500,000 
went to the setting up of the De­
fenders of American Liberty, a group 
designed to counter the work of the 
American Civil Liberties Union. The 
dog food maker's widow got another 
million. And finally, $1,000,000 was 
willed conditionally to George Pepper­
dine, a Church of Christ college in 
Los Angeles. 

The condition? Take a good grip on 
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your chair lest the stunning cymc1sm 
of the proposal knock you out of it. 
The man who made millions concoct­
ing savory dishes for Man's Best 
Friend offered Pepperdine the money 
if the college would grant an honorary 
degree to Dan Smoot! Mr. Smoot's 
conservative pronouncements w o u I d 
then carry more weight, you see, and 
Pepperdine would have one million 
doggy dollars. 

It is not at all surprising to me that 
Dr. Norvel Young, president of Pep­
perdine, refused this mangy offer. He 
is not an imperceptive man; he knows 
perfectly well that acceptance of such a 
gift would put Pepperdine in the com­
pany of incredibly extremist groups 
and ruin whatever image it has left 
as a liberal arts college. What is sur­
prising is that the editor of the Chron­
icle has not seen that there was no 
temptation at all, and that Pepperdine 
has therefore shown no special integ­
rity worth mentioning. 

Where there is no temptation, there 
is no test of virtue. No one can be­
lieve that Pepperdine was tempted in 
the least to take this rabid cash. All 
such a story deserves is a wryly hu­
morous acknowledgement of its bizar­
reness and a quiet joy that Pepperdine 
was not idiotic enough to accept it. 

Instead, blinded by party pride, our 
ediror uses the incident to establish 
the moral superiority of one of Our 
Schools. He says that through the na• 
tional coverage given the incident 
Pepperdine has established a sterling 
record of academic integrity from coast 
to coast. What unbearable nonsense! 
The only thing Pepperdine has estab­
lished is its sanity, and anyone who 
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finds it necessary to proclaim his san­
ity is already half way to neuroticisrn. 

It seems certain that our editor 
would have said nothing about this 
except for party pride. For the ques­
tion inevitably will arise in the minds 
of some: why should this millionaire 
have supposed that Pepperdine would 
be interested in his proposal at all? 
What gave him the notion that this 
Church of Christ school might con­
ceivably be receptive to his cynical 
scheme? 

It could be that our millionaire had 
been following the Americanism pro­
gram at Harding College, aped slight­
ly by Abilene Christian and Oklahoma 
Christian, and had decided that the 
Church of Christ apparently had some 
affinity for the Far Right. It is this 
profoundly disturbing thought which 
should have deterred the Chronicle 
editors from printing this story where 
anybody could see it. 

Another headline in this same issue 
of the Chronicle reads: RANDY 
MATSON BAPTIZED. This odd 
singling out of an individual is utterly 
foreign to the New Testament spirit, 
but it accords well with a Church of 
Christ party pride which sometimes 
approaches mania. 

In case you did not know it, Randy 
is a world record holder in the shot­
put. I once saw him heave the cannon­
ball in a Wichita stadium and I was 
impressed. Not so much by his toss, 
but by the most prodigious grunt I 
have ever heard emanate from a hu­
man being. I was sittin~ more than 
three hundred feet away and I heard 
that great booming grunt as if it came 
from the neighbor at my elbow. It 
was explained to me that the grunt 
helps Randy throw the shot. 

Now if Randy's baptism is heralded 
to encourage young people to believe 
that even great athletes may be re­
ligious, I have no objection to the in­
tention. But twenty-five years in the 
Party convince me that this is not 
the primary reason for the headline. 
Randy Matson's conversion is big news 
because his name adds lustre to the 
Party's progress. The baptism of John 
Doe in Centerville, Texas is un­
hearlded because he can cast no brilli­
ance upon our Party's name. 

But Randy can, and so Randy gets 
a headline for his immersion. And, 
furthermore, he gets credit from the 
local preacher for being terribly sin­
cere. "I have never known a more 
sincere person," his preacher says. I 
envy those who know how to measure 
sincerity. In my dotage I confess to 
having been fooled so often that I 
no longer make statements about who 
is sincere and who isn't. And especial­
ly not for publication. It seems to me 
that evaluating sincerity is God's pre­
serve and I do not mean to poach 
upon it. I suspect the preacher wouldn't 
have said it, either, except that he was 
caught up in the hullabaloo about this 
Important Convert and wanted to add 
fuel to the fire. 

It all brings up faint echoes from 
a not-too-happily-remembered past, 
when we were touting Bobby Morrow 
because he could run, and was One 
Of Us, and Byron Nelson because he 
could golf, and was One Of Us, and 
Pat Boone, because he could sing, and 
was One Of Us, and Billie Sol because 
he could give, and was One Of Us ... 

Gentlemen, please! 

But it is only nine-tenths of my 
nature that is crusty; the other tenth 
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is juicy with the milk of human kind­
ness and I do have a good word to 
say for the Chronicle. I vote for a 
round of sustained applause for their 
decision to print Gary Freeman's 
column. For the first time in years I 
now pick up this paper with the 
knowledge that at least one article 
in it will be provocative, entertaining, 
or both at once. I fervently hope that 
the plaudits of a non-conformist will 

not embarrass either Gary or the 
Chronicle, but honesty demands that 
I say how much this well-written, 
witty column means to one who has 
looked so long in vain for anything 
talented in most of our papers. If the 
Chronicle will accept this shy over­
ture, I will even go so far as to say 
that Gary's column is worth the sub­
scription price on the paper.-Friends 
University, Wichita, Kan. 

AN OBJECT LESSION IN PREJUDICE 
DAVID SHERWOOD 

Prejudice is an ugly thing. His 
father is Fear and his spawn are Ig­
norance and Hate. And his home is 
your heart-and mine. 

We hear a lot about "prejudice" 
and "bigotry" these days. Sometimes 
I get the distinct impression that much 
of it boils down to this: if you agree 
with me you are liberal and open­
minded; if you disagree with me you 
are prejudiced, a narrow-minded bigot. 
The words are thrown around some­
what casually as pejoratives. This we 
deplore and is, of course, another form 
of prejudice. 

However, we should not delude our­
selves into thinking our hands are 
clean. Recently I received a sad letter 
from a friend of mine who is a min­
ister in a small congregation in Vir­
ginia. I shall quote his own words 
since they speak so eloquently: 

"Yesterday, I'. received the heaviest 
blow of my preaching experience. It was 
dealt by Satan himself, and it sent me 
staggering. Sunday was our regular busi• 
ness meeting for the men of the congre­
gation. I was not prepared for one of the 
items which came under the heading, 
'New Business'. I should tell you first 
that I have been seeing at least one 
Negro family here in .............. , 

trying to interest them in the gospel. 
Three Negro families have been receiving 
our weekly bulletin. All of these families 
have been contacted through correspond­
ence courses. Back to the meeting-It 
was moved by one of the men that all 
mail to these Negro families be stopped, 
including the correspondence courses! I 
started burning at this point. A deathly 
silence swept over the entire group. It 
was then seconded, conditioned by an 
amendment to sweeten the poison. It 
came to a vote. The motion was defeated. 
Another motion was then proposed: it 
was moved that the weekly bulletin be 
discontinued, but not the correspondence 
course. This motion passed. It was also 
passed that we 'inform' the Negro, but 
do not make it a point to personally 
'invite' him to worship. , J'. made 'out of 
order' speeches between these motions 
and votings, but my vote was not strong 
enough. I have never come so close to 
actually threatening the bretnren with 
the words, 'After today you can find your 
self another preacher'. To be fair in this 
report, I should add that it was also 
moved that I be given time and assistance 
in converting the Negro community. The 
battle then was not completely lost, but 
I feel the cause of Christ suffered serious 
losses. The reason given for the above 
proceedings was that if we allowed Neg­
ros to join us, that it would keep White 
people from even being interested in the 
church. l't was felt by the majority that 
integration would hinder the cause of 
Christ." 
Sad? It breaks my heart. But in 

hearing of such things you and I must 
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be very careful that we do not climb 
on our High-Horses and proclaim in 
self-righteousness, "Lord, I thank thee 
that I am not like other men . . . " 

Prejudice knows no geographical, 
racial, financial, or education­
al boundaries. Since I do not currently 
live in the South it is hardly for 
me to pontificate about what I would 
do if I were similar to the way 
we tell ourselves that we certainly 
would not have crucified Jesus had we 
been there. Prejudice always finds a 
rationale-notice that the brethren in 
Virginia convinced themselves that 
they were acting to further the cause 
of Christ! Someone acutely observed 
recently that many of the ministers 
from the North who took a long trip 
to Alabama returned home to churches 
which had just taken a short trip -

from the slums of the Inner City to 
the "nice" suburbs! Didn't Jesus say 
something about beams and motes? 

Brethren, prejudice of all kinds is 
born in fear, ignorance and hate. 
An intrinsic part of the salvation we 
find in Jesus Christ is deliverance 
from all of these. Let us not waste 
time judging one another. Let us 
rather let the light of the gospel of 
Christ and the divine love of God 
enter our own hearts. And then J am 
sure we will do the loving thing. 

"We love, because he first loved us. 
If any one says, 'I love God,' and 
hates his brother, he is a liar . . . " 
(1 Jn. 4: 19-20)-Box 261, Keene,

Would h(: point his 
rebuke at some of the religious 
who spend most of their time trying to 
build their own reputations instead of 
helping meet the needs of others? 

Perhaps he would point to our legalism 
with the same words of rebuke that he 
directed at the scribes and pharisees. 
Perhaps he would show us how shallow 
our religion really is, insisting that when 
we fail to meet the needs of suffering 
humanity we have not even begun to 
manifest Christian love.

These volumes run from 1,000 
to 1,200 pages each, and are of course 
the last word in Greek word study. 
They are for the more scholarly in­
clined, but any ambitious student can 
benefit greatly from them. For exam­
ple, the word kalos ( meaning good or

excellent) covers 22 pages. The prices 
vary slightly, but the average price is 
$20.00 per volume. Remember that 
one volume of a work like this is 
worth more than several smaller vol­
ume. 

If you enjoy gathering unto yourself 
various translations of the New Testa• 
ment scriptures, let me suggest that 
you add Williams' A New Translation 
in Plain English. He translated Rom. 
8: 1 this way: "There is now therefore 
no sentence of 'Guilty' for those that 
are in Christ Jesus.'' Neatly colored 
hardback for only $3.25. 

The same kind of book, but cov­
ering only' Paul's letters, is F. F. 
Bruce's The Letters of Paul. This is 
an expanded paraphrase. Taking Rom. 
8: 1 again: "Since deliverance is avail­
able, then, there is no reason why 
those who are members of Christ Jesus 
should go on in a state of 'penal servi­
tude.' He expands in such a way as 
to reveal more clearly what the apostle 
is saying to us. Is addition there are 
very helpful accounts on the various 
episodes of Paul's life. You'll be im­
pressed with the information about 
Tarsus, Paul's city, and Gamaliel, his 
teacher; and the apostle's attitude to­
ward the law, and the problem of 
circumcision. A substantial volume by 
an eminent scholar, $4.95. 

Still another volume for those in• 
terested in translations is Kenneth 
Wuest's The New Testament: An Ex­
panded Translation. Rom. 8: 1 again: 
"Therefore, now, there is not even one 
bit of condemnation to those who are 
in Christ Jesus." This is a paperback 
and is only $2.95. 

Some of you are reading everything 
that D. Martin Lloyd-Jones writes, and 

I can't blame you, for he is saying 
more than most writers these days. 
You'll appreciate this new one on 
The Plight of Man and the Power of 
God. His chapters on The Nature of 
Sin and The Wrath of God, will 
make you uneasy, while his last chap­
ter on The Only Solution will lift 
you to new heights. 

For those who know no Greek at 
all, not even the alphabet, but would 
like to study the New Testament 
scriptures from the standpoint of the 
original language (a neat trick ad­
mittedly) will find help in the works 
of Kenneth Wuest, who has written 
with this kind of student in mind. 
Greek New Testament (paper, $1.45), 
Untranslatable Riches ( h a rd b a ck, 
$2.25), Golden Nuggets ( paper, 
$1.45), and Bypaths ( hardback, 
$2.25). All of these have the sub-title 
"From the Greek New Testament for 
the English Reader." Once you read his 
Bypaths on the passage "My God, My 
God, why hast thou forsaken me?" 
will mean more to you. There are 
many such eye-openers. You ought to 
buy all of them, for they do not dupli­
cate each other. 

It is almost a sin for. our people not 
to read Christians Only by James De­
Forest Murch, which is a history of 
the Restoration Movement; paperback 
for $2.98. We also have a new supply 
of paperback editions of The Fool of 
God and Raccoon John Smith, the 
Cochran novels. $ 1.95. 

For one who would like to dip into 
some substantial reading in modern 
theological thought, and more of us 
need to, we suggest Creative Minds in 
Contemporary Theology by Philip 
Hughes, a British journalist, at $6.95. 
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It probes the thinking of Barth, Brun• 
ner, Bultmann, Cullmann, Dod, Nie­
buhr, de Chardin, Tillich and ochers. 
It isn't overly-difficult, but you will 
have to think. 

We heartily recommend Unger's 
Bible Handbook, a new publication 
that has nearly everything about the 
Bible in it: recent archaeological dis­
coveries, introduction and outline to 
each book, a history of the formation 
and preservation of the Bible, etc. It 
is an encyclopedia of information. A 
thousand pages for only $4.95. 

Why Christians Crack Up by M. H. 
Nelson, M.D., is a book that more of 
us ought to read in this age of anxiety. 
It is both medical and Biblical in its 
approach to the causes and remedies 
of nervousness and mental disturb­
ances. Only $2.95. 

If you would like a book that would 
enable you to learn Greek on your 
own, we suggest Let's Study Greek by 
C. B. Hale for $3.50. Along with it 
you should have Practical Use of the 
Greek New Testament by Kenneth 
Wuest for $3.25. You can get much 
from these books on your own and 
without a teacher, and the New Testa­
ment will mean much more to you 
once you do. 

The Roman church is indeed under­
going some changes, but before one 
makes this mean too much he should 
read Roman Catholicism Today by 
H. M. Carson, a 128-page paperback 
at only $150. The chapter on "Ave 
Maria" will cause you to realize how 
far apart we are after all. He discusses 
also the question of tradition, sacra­
ments, priesthood, penance, indulgence, 
and the Mass. Highly informative and 
responsibly done.
