The Penticostians to whom Peter preached, Acts
2:38, were already bel evers. They stood convicted
before Him, Acts 2:37. In answer to their question
they were told to repent and be baptized, and 3,000
obeyed.

Saul of Tarsus was a penitent believer before
Ananias came to preach to him. He had fasted and
prayed for three days. Ananias merely told him to
arise and be baptized. Acts 22:16.

The requirements mentioned above were met in
every conversion recorded in “Acts of Apostles.”
They Must Also Be Met Today.

These divine terms or conditions of pardon from
sin were essential in the days of the Apostles, after
the day of Pentecost.
